Hall County School District GOALS: 
 

1. By the end of FY21, the percent of students in each subgroup moving into the 

“Proficient” and “Distinguished” levels of performance on GA Milestones EOG will increase 

by 2% in the “Proficient” and “Distinguished” levels of performance. 

 

2. By the end of FY21, the “Closing the Gaps” score will increase by 10% (based 

on FY19 “Closing the Gaps” score) at each level (elementary, middle, and high). 

 

3. By the end of FY21, the percentage of Economically Disadvantaged students moving into 

the “Proficient” and “Distinguished” levels of performance on the GA Milestones EOG will 

increase by 3% in the “Proficient” and “Distinguished” levels of performance.
